Purpose         To create a banner to represent the Club and  
theme which will be to be hung on display throughout Convention. 
Guidelines 
· Banner should reflect the efforts and ideas of the club members.  
· The school or club name as well as the theme (in Latin) must be clearly displayed on the banner.  
· The English translation and/or year are optional to include on the banner.  
· The design must relate to the Convention theme. 
· The banner must be completely new and different each year. 
 
 
N.B. Raw materials (such as fabric, ribbon, wood, etc.) may be recycled, but   
 
no components of previous banners may be reused.  
· The banner must either be freestanding or able to be hung. 
· Electrical outlets will not be provided; however, battery packs attached to the banner itself are acceptable. 
· Size Limit:  The maximum size is 25 square feet.  If a banner is larger than the maximum there will be a deduction of 10 points from the overall score. 
Banners must be turned in upon arrival at Convention, and students must sign up for a Banner Presentation time. Clubs that do not complete the Banner Presentation will not be judged. Students will be judged on the content presented rather than the quality of speaking, however, judges will expect that the presentations have been thoroughly practiced in advance.  
Presentation Requirements 
· A maximum of 3 students may give the presentation. Students should equally share the responsibility of explaining. (Points may be deducted for students who do not speak or say significantly less than other group members.) 
· - Must not exceed 5 minutes 
· Must explain the relationship to the theme displayed on the banner  
·  Why was this design chosen? 
· Why is the design significant to your club? 
· Must explain how the banner was made including 
· WHICH items are student created and HOW these were made. (This may include elements that were machine sewn, hand-crafted, designed on a computer, etc.) 
· WHICH items are purchased pre-made? (Do not include items such as fabric, paint, string/thread.) 
· Students may but are not required to bring evidence to help with the presentation (i.e. pictures of how it was made, pictures of specific areas of the banner for reference, materials used, etc.). 
	         - Students must not wear costume, use props, or any other media that would distract from

JUDGING INSTRUCTIONS: 
1. Questions listed are the criteria used to evaluate each category.  
2. Questions listed for each judging category are not equal to any set number of points.  
3. Judges may choose to weigh some questions more heavily than others.  
4. Judges should note that a “reasonable distance” should be interpreted as between the middle to the rear of GA seating.  
5. Presentation must be judged on the content covered, not how eloquently it is presented.  6. Prompts should be provided and questions asked by judges when necessary during presentation.  
Presentation:  
 
*Students need not be polished in their speaking skills but must address the required topics with significant depth.  
Are the students able to clearly explain how the banner relates to the theme?  
Do the students clearly explain why the design is significant to their club? 
How well are the students able to explain the process of making the banner? 
Do the students point out what elements are student produced and which are prefabricated?  
Do all students take part in the presentation in a reasonably equal way? 
Development of Convention Theme:   
Does the banner relate to the convention theme?  How? Does the banner creatively incorporate the theme?  
Design (including eye appeal):   
Do the visual elements work well?   
Is it free from mistakes that distract from the unity and effectiveness when viewed from a reasonable distance?   
Is the overall effect of color and design purposeful? 
Is the banner visually appealing from a reasonable distance? 
Are the words on the banner easy to read from a reasonable distance? 
Originality: 
Does the banner show freshness of design or style, or a rethinking and changing of motifs and ideas? [ Does it show evidence of imagination or independent thought?  Is there breath and/or depth to the idea? 
Use of Materials: 
Is the banner well made and refined? 
Do the materials (paint, felt, stitching, etc.) enhance the banner from a reasonable distance? 
Is the banner well crafted?  
Will the construction of the banner hold up through Convention?  
Do the materials chosen (paint, felt, stitching, etc.) suit the design and goal of the banner? Are the chosen materials used in a creative and/or effective way?  
Overall Effect:  
What is your overall impression?  
What other factors contribute to the banner which have not been considered yet?

Video Contest
Purpose        
To encourage club teamwork by building creating a Classics-related project 30-second video using a limited set of materials within a limited timeframe.
Guidelines
· Before Convention, a general theme will be announced, e.g. “Roman water systems”  or “Roman construction.”

· The theme may be researched, but no assembly may be done before Convention.

· At Convention the first General Assembly, each registered club will receive the specific construction project to be built (e.g. and aqueduct or an arch) as well as the materials that may be used to build the project. theme. 
· Clubs will be given until the second General Assembly to record the video and submit it to the 2nd VP or . 
· The club may not use any other materials than those provided, but may use additional tools (scissors, ruler, etc.) so long as they are not included in the resulting project. as props and scenery that they have brought with them, but may not use any materials from the hotel (e.g. such as bedsheets) or anything which causes damage or hinders movement about the hotel (e.g. such as scenery which blocks people from moving down a hallway). 
· Construction Filming may occur at any time during Convention between the first and second General Assembly as long as all rules are observed (especially call to rooms).

· Final projects must be turned in at the specified judging time.

Purpose
To involve as many Club members as possible in some activity which 

relates to the Convention theme.

Guidelines

· The project, completed before Convention, may involve creating a model, performing a service activity, preparing materials for a classroom, or some other fantastic idea.

· At Convention, a group of 1-3 Club members will sign up to make a presentation to the judges.

· This presentation must not exceed 5 minutes.

· The presentation will state the goals of the project, how the Club went about meeting those goals, and how successfully the goals were met.

· Three copies of a brief outline of the presentation must be given to the judges prior to the presentation.

· Any visuals or products used in the project must not exceed 3 cubic feet.

· One electrical outlet will be available per project. 

· Equipment for digital presentations such as Power Point will not be provided to the presenters.

Purpose
To assemble a creatively designed record of Club activities. 

Guidelines

· An obvious unifying theme, somehow related to the classics, must run throughout the scrapbook and tie the book together.

· The time period covered in the scrapbook must be no longer than one calendar year and must not begin prior to the National Convention of two years previous (i.e. a scrapbook submitted at State Convention in 1999 should not begin prior to the 1997 National Convention). 

· All materials used in the scrapbook must pertain to Latin, the Classics, or the JCL and must not be secondary or incidental in nature.

· The scrapbook must be contained in one volume but may be of any shape, excluding scrolls.  Please make the scrapbook easy to handle.

· No glass covers will be permitted. 

· Size Limit:  The maximum size for a scrapbook page is 22x28 inches.  The notebook or box containing the pages of the scrapbook is to be only as large as is necessary to contain the pages.

Guidelines
· An obvious unifying theme, somehow related to the classics, must run throughout the scrapbook and tie the book together. 
· The time period covered in the scrapbook must be no longer than one calendar year and must not begin prior to the National Convention of two years previous (i.e. a scrapbook submitted at State Convention in 1999 should not begin prior to the 1997 National Convention).
· All materials used in the scrapbook must pertain to Latin, the Classics, or the JCL and must not be secondary or incidental in nature.
· Audio,video, and picture content may be used. As with any Convention project, the content must be school-appropriate. This includes using audio or music files with explicit content.
· The entrant must provide the apparatus for playing the Digital Scrapbook, and ensure it is in working order during registration. 
· The entrant must cite any borrowed content (music, art, etc.) and the program the scrapbook was created with.
