All rooms have 4 or less people, so everyone will have a spot on a bed.
Mrs. Delamerced and Mrs. Schiaparelli are the parent chaperones. They have volunteered to help us with the 39 students during the weekend.  All students will treat them with courtesy & respect.  All students will do what they ask without complaint and with politeness.
