All students at convention are representatives of the Summit and are always expected to conduct themselves in a respectful manner.  Misconduct at convention may result in dismissal from the convention, and parents will be called to pick up their children from Columbus.  This is a school function, and discipline for infractions will be done through the school.

All rooms have 4 or less people, so everyone will have a spot on a bed.  Bring a sleeping bag if you do not want to share a bed.
Dr. Venkatesan and Dr. Masineni are the parent chaperones. They have volunteered to help us with the 25 students during the weekend.  All students will treat them with courtesy & respect.  All students will do what they ask without complaint and with politeness.  

Transportation:  We will load the bus at 12:30 pm on Fri March 10.  We will return at approximately 5:00 pm on Sun March 12 – Larry Dean will have students call/text from the bus when we are about 30 minutes away.  

Students are responsible for their own Fri dinner, Sat breakfast, and Sun breakfast.  Students usually order pizza for Fri dinner.  There is a breakfast buffet Sat & Sun morning, about $12.  Some students bring bagels/pop tarts/etc and other snacks for the Sat/Sun breakfast and for snacking throughout the weekend.  
Everyone has received convention t-shirts.  Wear the t-shirt on Fri March 10 – it has the official Summit logo and counts as spirit wear.
Pack your projects in such a way to survive a trip to Columbus on a school bus, then the carrying of the project to your room, and finally the carrying of the project to the registration table.  No name/school may appear anywhere on the project.  You must firmly affix your ‘pre-registration label’ somewhere on the project.

                        

Don’t forget personal items such as toothbrush, solutions for contact lens, medication, etc.  All medications should be given to an adult chaperone.  One of the chaperones will then give each student his/her medication during the weekend.  

            

We discourage students from bringing any expensive items or electronic equipment.  Students are responsible for all their things, and the less to worry about the better.

Required at convention:

· You must always wear your nametag.  

· You must attend the 3 general assemblies and the 3 test sessions.  
· You must take at least 2 academic tests per session.  There are 3 sessions, with 3 tests offered at each one, so 9 tests in all.  Summit students MUST take at least 6.  The tests are challenging and for all levels of students.  So 7th graders take the same test as 12th graders.  Each one is either 50 or 75 questions, and the top score for the lower levels is often about 60%.  So, don’t worry if you do not know a bunch of the questions, because even the top students at the entire convention only get about 80%..  
On Sat afternoon after the last test session, all Summit students are required to attend either a colloquium to learn more about the classical world or the Latin Mass or the Project Linus/Cardmaking service project.
