This competition
measures basic knowledge of all aspects of Greek and Roman civilizations, including

vocabulary, expressions, mythology, history, culture, quotes, and geography. The
various lists include terms like:

e valedictorian (the #1 academic student who ‘says goodbye’ at graduation)

e Pandora’s box (how the Greeks and Romans explained the existence of evil in the
wotld)
protean (easily changeable, from the shape-shifting sea-god Proteus)
hubris (excessive pride, the downfall of many protagonists in Greek tragedy)
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This red-figure vase paiﬂling shows Proteus, sometimes called the Old Man of the Sea. Like Poseidon’s son Triton,
Proteus is half-man and balf-fish. Menelaus became stranded in Egypt on his journey home from the Trojan War,
and — although Proteus changed into all sorts of creatures and objecs — Menelans held him down and forced him to

belp find a way back home to Sparta.

2023 Exploratory Latin Exam

Over 1000 students competed in the 19™ annual Exploratory Latin Exam. Its purpose is to
promote enthusiasm for the classical world in elementary and middle schools. The ELE is a 50-
question multiple choice exam on derivatives, Roman life, mythology, art & architecture, etc. This
year's exam included 10 'special topic' questions on ‘The Seven Wonders of the Ancient Greek

World." Over 30% of Summit 6th graders earned an award.

Questions included:
> What is the opposite of ita vérs? (minime)
> Which animal is often seen chasing a mis and being chased by a canis? (félés)
> Hoc spectaculum habet flimen et arborés et flores. (Horti Babylonis)

The statue of Zeus at Olympia was one of the Seven Wonders. The gold and ivory sculpture was made
by Phidias, the same person who created the statue of Athena in the Parthenon.
