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Heracles’ 12 Labors:  1st-10th

Heracles did the 12 Labors as punishment for the murder of his 1st wife Megara and their children.
Eurystheus, his cousin, assigned the different Labors to Heracles.  Although weak and cowardly, Eurystheus had been given the kingship of Argos through a trick of Hera.  Zeus had promised that one of his descendants, born on particular day, would rule Argos.  He, of course, was thinking of Heracles.  But Hera prolonged the labor of Alcmene and prevented her from giving birth to the hero on the appointed day; in addition, she forced Eurystheus’ mother (another descendant of Zeus) to give birth on the appointed day after only 7 months of pregnancy.  Because Eurystheus was king of the region, he was chosen to assign Heracles his Labors.  Because of the difficulty of his Labors, Heracles was given the reward of immortality upon their completion.

Some sources claim that Heracles performed 10 Labors, but most assert that he performed 12.  Many of the Labors were monsters which were infested the earth.  The first 6 were on the Peloponnesus (the southern part of Greece, below the Isthmus of Corinth), the last 6 were spread throughout the world.  Most sources say that Heracles was originally to complete only 10 Labors, but 2 of them were not accepted by Eurystheus, and so 12 was the total number.  The 2 Labors which were not accepted by Eurystheus were:  the 2nd, the Hydra (because his cousin Iolaus helped him) and the 6th, the stables of Augeas (because he had been promised payment for the task).
1st Labor, the Nemean Lion


Heracles was ordered to kill the Nemean lion, an offspring of Echidna, whose skin was so tough that no weapon could penetrate it.  The lion lived in a cave near the town Nemea, and it was destroying the people and their crops.  First, Heracles tried his arrows, then his club, but neither of these weapons worked.  Finally, Heracles had to strangle the beast to kill it, and he skinned the lion with his own claws (the only thing sharp enough to penetrate its tough hide).   Zeus made a constellation (Leo) out of the lion as proof of Heracles’ valor.


Heracles brought the dead lion back to the Eurystheus, and the courage of Heracles filled him with such fear that he wouldn’t allow him to enter his city.  For his remaining Labors, Heracles was forbidden to enter the city and had to leave the evidence of his Labors outside the city walls.

During the hunt for the Nemean lion, Heracles was welcomed into the home of a poor peasant named Molorchus.  His son had been killed by the lion, so Molorchus treated the hero with great kindness.  He even attempted to sacrifice his only possession, a ram, in his honor, but Heracles told him to wait until the lion was dead and then sacrifice it to Zeus.  After the lion was killed, Heracles and Molorchus sacrificed the ram to Zeus, and Heracles then established the Nemean games in honor of Zeus.  The Nemean games were one of the 4 important Pan-Hellenic (all-Greek) religious festivals in ancient times.  These games were held every 4 years.  The other 3 were:  the Olympic games (Zeus again), the Pythian games (Apollo), and the Isthmian games (Poseidon).  
2nd Labor, the Lernaean Hydra

Like the Nemean lion, the Lernaean Hydra was also born from Echidna.  It is usually said to have 9 heads, but some sources say it had as many as a hundred.  Heracles attacked the Hydra with arrows and cut off its heads with a sword.  But the heads the grew back as soon as they were cut, and he had to burn the stumps of the neck so that they wouldn’t grow back again.  To accomplish this, Heracles received help from his nephew Iolaus (the son of Iphicles):  Heracles chopped off the head, and Iphicles burned the stump closed.  The central head of the Hydra was immortal, so Heracles buried it under a heavy rock.  


Hera sent a giant crab to attack Heracles during this Labor.  It bit Heracles on the heel, but the hero then crushed it.  Hera then made the crab into a constellation (Cancer).  


Heracles dipped the tips of his arrows into the powerful venom (or blood) of the Hydra, so he was now armed with poisonous arrows.  This poison later became the reason for Heracles’ own death.  

Eurystheus didn’t count this as one of Heracles’ Labors since he had help from Iolaus.
3rd Labor, the Erymanthian Boar

Eurystheus then ordered Heracles to bring back alive the enormous boar which lived on Mt. Erymanthus.  After driving it from its lair with his shouts, Heracles forced it into deep snow on the mountain and pursued it through the deep snow until the boar was exhausted and able to be captured.  When Eurystheus saw the monstrous boar outside the city, he hid himself in a huge jar which he had nearby for protection.  

During the 3rd Labor, Heracles visited the centaur Pholus.  When the other centaurs smelled the wine which Heracles was drinking during dinner, they flew into a frenzy and attacked the hero.  Heracles killed many of them.  When Pholus was removing one of the poisoned arrows from a dead centaur before his burial, he accidentally dropped it on his foot and was killed.

4th Labor, the Hind of Ceryneia

His task was to capture alive a swift deer.  It was a crime to kill or even to touch the hind, because it was sacred to Artemis.  It is said that Taygete, a daughter of Atlas, had dedicated the hind to Artemis since the virgin goddess had protected her from sexual advances of Zeus.  

Heracles hunted it for a year without catching it and finally wounded it with an arrow.  In this way, he was able to catch the swift animal.  He then carried the hind upon his shoulders.  Artemis saw him with the deer and became angry.  Heracles persuaded her that Eurystheus was to blame, and he was allowed to complete the Labor.  
5th Labor, the Stymphalian Birds

These birds were multiplying so rapidly that they plagued the surrounding area and ate all the crops.  Some say the birds’ feathers were of sharp metal, which they shot at their enemies.  His task was to destroy the birds.  To drive the birds out from the thickets, Heracles used bronze castanets.  These were percussion instruments (consisting of a pair of slightly concave shells of ivory or hardwood, held in the palm of the hand by a connecting cord over the thumb and clapped together with the fingers), made by Hephaestus and given to him by Athena.  The noise made the birds leave their cover in the thick forest of Stymphalia, and Heracles shot them down easily with his arrows.
6th Labor, the Stables of Augeas

Augeas, the son of Helios the sun god, was given a large herd of cattle by his father.  Augeas never cleaned the stables of his cattle, and Heracles was ordered to clean out these stables.  The task was to humiliate the hero with menial labor.  Augeas and Heracles reached an agreement that Heracles would receive a tenth of the cattle if he cleaned the stables in one day.  Heracles accomplished this task by diverting two rivers, the Alpheus and the Peneus, to run through the stables.  He then restored the rivers to their usual course.  Augeas broke his promise and refused to pay.  But because a payment had been agreed upon for this task, Eurystheus did not accept it as a Labor.  After his 12 Labors were completed, Heracles later attacked and killed Augeas for his betrayal.  
7th Labor, the Cretan Bull

This bull had been the lover of Pasiphae and thus the father of the Minotaur.  It had been given to Minos, the king of Crete, to sacrifice to Poseidon.  But when Minos saw the beauty of the bull, he sacrificed another one instead.  This angered Poseidon, and he sent a bestial passion for the bull upon Pasiphae, the wife of Minos, and he also made the bull untamable.  Like the hind of Ceryneia, Heracles was to bring the bull back  alive to Eurystheus.  Heracles easily captured the bull, and it is said that he rode the creature over the sea back to Greece.  


Eurystheus wanted to sacrifice the bull to Hera, but she wouldn’t accept a sacrifice from Heracles.  So Eurystheus released the bull, which then made its way to Marathon and became a task for the hero Theseus.  
7th Labor, the Mares of Diomedes

Diomedes, the king of Thrace, owned four mares that fed on human flesh.  Like the hind and the bull, Heracles was to bring back the four mares alive to Eurystheus.  A companion of Heracles, Abderus, was eaten by the mares during this Labor.  Heracles founded the city Abdera in his honor.  In the end, Heracles fed Diomedes himself to the mares, and this caused the horses to become calm.  Heracles then easily led them back to Eurystheus.  
9th Labor, the Girdle of Hippolyta

Heracles’ task was to bring back the girdle of the Amazon queen Hippolyta.  Admete, the daughter of Eurystheus, wanted the girdle for herself.  The girdle was a battle belt, a gift from the god Ares to Hippolyta. The queen willingly gave Heracles the belt, but Hera, disguised as a Amazon, incited the other Amazons, and they attacked Heracles.  Heracles thought he had been betrayed, so he killed Hippolyta.  
10th Labor, the Cattle of Geryon

Geryon was a 3-headed and 3-bodied monster who had a huge herd of cattle on the island of Erythia, located way to the west.  This cattle was guarded by Eurytion, who had a huge, 2-headed dog, Orthrus (another offspring of Echidna and the brother of Cerberus).  Heracles’ task was to steal the cattle.



While walking through the Libyan desert to the west, Heracles became so hot that he threatened to shoot Helios, the sun god, himself.  Heracles agreed not to shoot Helios, who then lent him his boat to travel to the island Erythia.  Helios used this boat (called the ‘Cup of the Sun’) each day to return to the east after his journey across the sky.  During his sea journey, Heracles even threatened to shoot Oceanus because of the great waves.

Heracles killed the dog Orthrus and the herdsman Eurytion with a single blow with his club.  Geryon then attacked him, but Heracles killed him also.  
Heracles’ Family, Birth, Education

Heracles (= the Roman Hercules) was the semi-mortal son of Zeus and Alcmene.  Because he is the result of one of Zeus’ many affairs with mortal women, Hera had a personal vendetta against him throughout his life.  Ironically, his name means “glory of Hera.” His mortal stepfather (Alcmene’s husband) was Amphitryon and his twin half-brother was Iphicles.  Heracles was often called ‘Alcides’ (which means ‘the grandson of Alcaeus), since his grandfather was Alcaeus, a son of Perseus and Andromeda.  

Zeus needed a mortal hero to help him remain as king of the gods.  The Giants, strong and invincible offspring of Gaia, were planning to overthrow Zeus, and only a mortal could cause their defeat.  So Zeus selected Alcmene, known for her beauty and wisdom, as the mother of this mortal.  Zeus disguised himself as her husband Amphitryon and acted as if he was merely home early from war.  Ignorant of the deception, Alcmene slept with the god, who had doubled the length of their night together.  The next night, the real Amphitryon returned home.  He too slept with his wife.  The prophet Tiresias later informed him that Zeus had also been with his wife.  Alcmene was therefore pregnant with twins, one from Zeus (Heracles) and the other from Amphitryon (Iphicles). 

As the day of birth came nearer, Zeus promised that the child, descended from him and born on the appointed day, would become ruler of the city Thebes.  Hera, jealous of her husband and his new son, plotted to deny Heracles the throne of Argos.  First, she sped up the pregnancy of another descendant of Zeus, and the coward Eurystheus was born – although 2 months early – on the appointed day.  Second, Hera ordered her daughter Eileythia, the goddess of childbirth, to delay the birth of Heracles.  Eileythia delayed the birth of Heracles by sitting outside the room of Alcmene with her legs crossed.  This action magically prevented the birth.  When Alcmene was close to death because of her prolonged labor, her maid Galanthis falsely announced the birth of Heracles to Eileythia, who was so surprised that she jumped up with her legs uncrossed, thus ending the delay.  Eileythia was so angry that she changed Galanthis into a weasel.  

Zeus was forced to fulfill his promise, and the cowardly Eurystheus thus became the king of Argos.  In addition, it was Eurystheus who assigned the 12 Labors to Heracles as punishment for murder.  And Heracles’ mother Alcmene – when she died – was taken to Elysium to reward for producing the great hero.

Hera tormented Heracles even when he was a baby.  On night, she attempted to kill him by sending two snakes into the crib which he shared with his twin half-brother.  Iphicles screamed when he saw the deadly creatures, but the infant Heracles merely grabbed the snakes and strangled them to death.  Amphitryon had witnessed the extraordinary deed of Heracles, and this proved to him that he was in fact the son of a god.  This was the first of many deeds which showed the great strength of the hero.

Another story from his youth, however, demonstrates the quick (and deadly) temper of Heracles.  Linus, the brother of the singer Orpheus, was the music teacher for the young hero.  Heracles was not very talented at the lyre, and Linus once criticized him for his poor playing.  Enraged, the angry hero picked up the lyre, struck Linus upon the head with it, and killed him.  Heracles was acquitted by claiming self-defense.

Others also contributed to Heracles’ training:  Amphitryon showed him how to handle horses and to ride a chariot; Eurytus taught him archery; Autolycus gave him wrestling lessons; and Castor or Polydeuces instructed him in the use of the sword.

The Appearance of Hercules

Heracles is almost always pictured wearing a lion’s skin, brandishing a club, and carrying a bow & arrows.  These 3 simple attributes make the hero Heracles easy to identify in sculptures, paintings, literary descriptions, etc.

The lion’s skin was the prize from his 1st Labor, when he killed the Nemean Lion.  This lion’s hide could not be penetrated by Hercules’ arrows, so he had to strangle it with his bare hands and skin the lion’s hide with its own razor-sharp claws.  This skin served as protection for the rest of his adventures, for it was just as strong on him as it was on the lion.  Some ancient writers said that the lion skin Hercules wore was from another lion he killed on Mt. Cithaeron near Thebes when he was 18 years old.

Heracles’ club is also from his 1st Labor.  After his arrows did not injure the Nemean lion, Heracles quickly made a club from a nearby olive tree (the symbol of Athena, who often helped him).  The club did not harm the lion, so he picked it up and strangled it.  From this time, Heracles carried the club.

His bow and arrows were a gift from either Apollo or Athena.  He was taught to shoot by Eurytus, the king of Oechalia.  Philoctetes later received the bow and arrows since he lit the hero’s funeral pyre and released him from the poisoned robe.  

Heracles’ Wives and Lovers

Heracles had many lovers and 3 wives (Megara, Deianeira, and Hebe on Mt. Olympus after his deification).
The 50 Daughters of Thespius

Thespius was the ruler of a kingdom in Boeotia near Mt. Cithaeron.  A young Heracles arrived to rid the mountain of a fierce lion (this is before the Nemean lion).  Thespius acted as host for Heracles while the hunt for the lion of Cithaeron was in progress.  Thespius was very impressed with the strength and build of the hero, and persuaded Heracles to father grandchildren by each of his daughters.  Supposedly Heracles slept with one of the fifty daughters every night for 50 nights, each giving birth to a single child, except for the eldest and youngest who both conceived twins.  Other sources say Heracles slept with all fifty women in a single night.

Megara, His 1st wife
Creon, king of Thebes, gave his daughter Megara to Heracles for his role in defeating the Minyans, who had oppressed and demanded tribute from the Thebans. Megara bore three sons to Heracles.  Hera, however, sent Heracles into a state of madness, during which he killed his wife and sons.  One account says that Heracles was even about to kill his stepfather, Amphitryon, when the goddess Athena struck him with a rock, incapacitating him and preventing further slaughter.  The 12 Labors under Eurystheus were the punishment for these murders.

Omphale:  Queen of Lydia and Owner of the Slave Heracles


Eurytus, king of Oechalia, promised to give his daughter Iole to the man who beat him in archery.  Heracles, his former student, competed and beat Eurytus, but – perhaps fearing that his daughter would end up dead like the hero’s first wife – the king refused to fulfill his promise.  Soon afterwards, in another fit of madness sent by Hera, Heracles killed Iphitus, the son of Eurytus.  


Heracles went to Delphi and asked the Pythian priestess to cure him of his madness.  The priestess turned away in disgust from the murderer.  Enraged, Heracles grabbed her tripod (her sacred throne) and threatened to destroy the temple.  Apollo arrived on the scene, and the two half-brothers wrestled over the tripod.  Zeus then separated the two with a thunderbolt.  The Pythian priestess then advised him to serve as a slave for 3 years to pay for his crime.  


Hermes therefore sold Heracles into slavery to Omphale the queen of Lydia.  Accounts of how long he served Omphale vary, ranging from one to three years.  Some sources say that during his servitude, Heracles was forced to wear women’s clothing and to perform women’s tasks, and Omphale wore his lion’s skin and brandished his club.  Other sources say that Omphale was so impressed with Heracles’ prowess in battle and his slaying of monsters, that she freed him and married him, later bearing a son named Lamus.

Deianeira, His 2nd Wife, and Iole, His Final War-Prize

Deianeira was the daughter of Oeneus, the king of Aetolia, and the second wife of Heracles.  Heracles, after serving Eurystheus and accomplishing other deeds in the Peloponnesus, traveled to the kingdom of Oeneus to fulfill a promise.  When he traveled to the Underworld to capture Cerberus for his 12th Labor, Heracles talked with the shade of Meleager, the son of Oeneus and brother of Deianeira, and promised to marry his beautiful sister.  But Heracles was not the only suitor of Deianeira; the river-god Achelous also was attempting to woo the princess.  The two fought for Deianeira’s hand.  Achelous had taken the form of a bull, but Heracles broke off one of his horns and won the fight and thus Deianeira. 


Years later, Heracles and Deianeira were traveling and had to cross the flooded river Evenus.  The centaur Nessus offered to carry Deianeira across, but secretly he harbored ill will.  When Heracles reached the opposite bank, Nessus attempted to abduct Deianeira, but Heracles shot the centaur with one of his poison-tipped arrows.  The centaur told Deianeira to collect his blood in a vial and to keep it as a love potion.  He said that, if she ever doubted her husband’s love, she should stain a cloak with his blood and give it to Heracles to wear, and the potion will ensure his love for her.  Deianeira believed the false words of Nessus as he died, and she collected some of his blood.  


Later, after Heracles had conquered Oechalia and punished Eurytus for his broken promise, he sent back to his home the princess Iole (the daughter of Eurytus), whom he was rumored to love. Deianeira heard this rumor and remembered the words of Nessus.  So, she stained a tunic with Nessus’ blood (filled with the Hydra’s poison) and sent it off to Heracles.  The tunic burned his flesh soon after he put it on.  In his agony, he killed Lichas, the servant who had delivered the garment.  Heracles was finally released from his torment when Philoctetes lit his funeral pyre and ended his mortal life.

Hebe, His 3rd Wife on Mt. Olympus

After Heracles ascended to Olympus as an immortal, he became reconciled with Hera, who had caused him much hardship throughout his mortal life.  As a sign of her peace, Hera gave to Heracles her daughter Hebe, the goddess of youth and former cupbearer of the gods.  Later, Heracles convinced Hebe to restore the youth of his nephew Iolaus so that he could protected his many children in Greece.
